October 12, 2004

Minutes of the Board of Wilkin County Commissioners held at the Courthouse, Breckenridge, Minnesota, on Tuesday, October 12, 2004.  All Commissioners were present.  Chairman Hovland called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M.

Chairman Hovland closed the meeting at 8:00 A.M. for a conference call with Susan Hanson, Madden and Associates, Minneapolis, Minnesota, to discuss the pending employee contract negotiations.

Chairman Hovland reopened the regular Commission Meeting at 8:30 A.M.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Perry and carried, to approve the agenda.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve the minutes of the September 21, 2004, meeting.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve the County Engineer’s Report. 

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to declare January 26, 2005, as Wilkin County Safety Day.  This will be the annual mandatory safety training day for County Employees.

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to create a new County position of Safety Director.   This position will be a 20% position, placed on the County pay scale at grade 15, with the appointment of Dan Swedlund to the position.

Shirley Larson, Public Health Nursing Director, informed the Commission that her department will not be receiving the flu vaccine that was ordered.  Other sources of the vaccine are being researched.

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Public Health Nursing Report.

Brian Fuder, Emergency Management Director, requested approval to expend funds in the amount of $6750.00 for the County Emergency Response Team, which will be reimbursed by grant funds at a later date.  Motion by Perry, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve the $6750.00 expenditure by Emergency Management.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve the Emergency Management Report.

Mark Kurz, University of North Dakota Energy and Environmental Research Center, presented information regarding a Basin Wide Flood Control Program called Waffle.  This was informational only, no Commission action required.

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Ag. Inspector’s Report.
