Minutes of the Board of Wilkin County Commissioners held at the Courthouse, Breckenridge, Minnesota on Tuesday, October 19, 2004.  All Commissioners were present.  Chairman Hovland called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M.

RESOLUTION 43-04

Resolution regarding LEC and Jail

WHEREAS, the Joint Law Enforcement Center Committee of Wilkin County and the City of

Breckenridge, Minnesota, has reviewed a draft of the Jail and Law Enforcement Center (LEC) Schematic Design Report dated October 8, 2004, with due diligence, illustrating the addition of a Jail and LEC onto the Courthouse,  and;

WHEREAS, the Joint LEC Committee met with the architect on September 28, 2004, and recommends proceeding with the development of the design (“DD” phase of A & E work) for further refinement of system drawings and cost estimating.  To stay on an efficient schedule in the interest of fiscal responsibility, to allow Wilkin County the option to issue Construction Bid Documents to contractors in early Spring of 2005, when authorized by the Board of Commissioners in December,  and;

WHEREAS, Klein McCarthy & Co.,  Architects, Minneapolis, Minnesota, continues to work to control the budget in a time of constantly rising costs with numerous construction options, and has agreed to complete the Design Development phase of the project for December 21, 2004, report to the Wilkin County Board.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Wilkin County Board of Commissioners hereby directs  Klein McCarthy & Co. to proceed with the Design Development phase of the 12 cell jail and Law Enforcement Center, as defined in the owner/architect agreement AIA B141 dated August 10, 2004.

NOTICE OF SALE OF TAX FORFEITED LANDS

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on Thursday, the 18th day of November, 2004, at 8:30

A.M. in the Commissioners Room at the Courthouse in Breckenridge, County of Wilkin, the

County Auditor shall sell to the highest bidder those parcels of land described in the list contained 

herein, which have been classified as non-conservation lands and appraised as provided by law.  

The sale will be governed by the provisions of Section 282.01 of the Minnesota Statutes and by the resolution of the Wilkin County Board of Commissioners authorizing such sale, which resolution 

reads as follows:

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the parcels of land forfeited to the State of Minnesota for 

non-payment of taxes, appearing on the list filed with the County Auditor, which have been 

classified and appraised as provided by Minnesota Laws, 1935, Chapter 386, as amended, shall 

be offered for sale by the Wilkin County Auditor, said sale to commence at 8:30 A.M. on the 18th 

day of November, 2004, as provided by law.  All parcels are offered at auction and sold to the 

highest bidder.  The minimum bid acceptable is the basic sale price that is shown on the list of tax forfeited  land.  The basic price is the appraised value set by the County  Commissioners.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the terms of the sale shall be for CASH ONLY.

In addition to the sale amount, 3% of the sale price shall be added pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 

292.28, Minnesota Title Assurance Fund.  Also, a $25.00 fee shall be paid at the time of the 

purchase to cover the cost of the state deed, pursuant to M.S.A. 282.014.  A recording fee of $20.00 

per deed shall also be collected and retained for the recording of the state deed before it can be 

presented to the purchaser, M.S.A. 282.071.  Deed tax, based on the amount of sale, shall also be 

paid at the time of the sale.

Attention should be given to M.S.A. 429.071, 435.23 and 444.076 which refer to special assessments which may be subject to reassessment or a new assessment. Wilkin County is not responsible for 

location or determining property lines or boundaries.
