COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS

November 9, 2004

Minutes of the Board of Wilkin County Commissioners held at the Courthouse, Breckenridge, Minnesota, on Tuesday, November 9, 2004.  All Commissioners were present except Commissioner Miranowski.  Chairman Hovland called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve the agenda with additions.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve the minutes of the October 19, 2004, meeting.

Chairman Hovland closed the meeting at 8:02 A.M. for an Employee Contract Negotiation discussion.

Chairman Hovland reopened the regular meeting at 9:35 A.M.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Perry and carried, to call for bids to hard surface County State Aid Highway 6 and to overlay three miles of County State Aid Highway 9, to be opened on January 11, 2005.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the County Engineer’s Report. 

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Perry and carried, to reappoint Cheryl Wall as County Assessor for a four year term.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Perry and carried, to approve a Minnesota Department of Natural Resources Snowmobile Grant for Wilkin County in the amount of $3,492.48, and authorized the County Sheriff and County Auditor to sign said grant papers. 

Motion by Perry, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve the Emergency Management Report.

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Ag. Inspector’s Report.

The County Auditor reported on the recently held election.

The Commission was informed that a house on tax forfeited land in Wolverton had been demolished and was reminded that the sale of tax forfeited lands will be conducted on November 18, 2004, at 8:30 A.M. in the Commissioners Room of the Courthouse.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve Waiver Contracts with St. Francis Hospital, Breckenridge, Minnesota,  for home health care and assisted living and authorized the Chairman to sign said contracts.

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Perry and carried, to approve the purchase of two computer tower components for Public Health from Morris Electronics, Morris, Minnesota,  in the amount of $1,200.00.

Commissioner Perry offered the following resolution and moved for it’s adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Blaufuss and carried.

Resolution 46-04

WHEREAS, over half a million Americans will die this year from alcohol, tobacco and other 

drug-related causes; and

WHEREAS, it costs every man, woman and child in Minnesota more than $1,200 annually to 

cover the costs of unnecessary health care, extra law enforcement, auto accidents, crime and lost productivity resulting from substance abuse; and

WHEREAS, prevention and treatment efforts have made major gains in reversing the trend toward 

more and more alcohol, tobacco and other drug use in our communities; and

WHEREAS, business, government, law enforcement, schools, religious institutions, service 

organizations, neighborhoods, youth, senior citizens, and other individuals are encouraged to 

demonstrate their commitment to help reduce and prevent alcohol, tobacco and other drug abuse 

by wearing and/or displaying the color red during Minnesota Chemical Health Week.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that November 15-21, 2004, be declared MINNESOTA CHEMICAL HEALTH WEEK throughout the County of Wilkin.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Commissioners of the County of Wilkin support the 

activities of Minnesota Chemical Health Week, The Great American Smoke Out, and the work 

of the Wilkin County Alcohol, Tobacco and other Drugs Coalition, and encourage the citizens of 

Wilkin County to support the Wilkin County Alcohol, Tobacco and other Drugs Coalition, (ATOD),

in their prevention activities year round.
