December 21, 2004

After a presentation by Klein McCarthy & Co. on the jail project and following discussion, Commissioner Perry offered the following resolution and moved for it’s adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Folstad and carried.

RESOLUTION 49-04

Resolution regarding LEC and Jail

WHEREAS, the Joint Law Enforcement Center Committee of Wilkin County and the City of

Breckenridge, Minnesota, has received jail and law enforcement center design development

documents dated December 13, 2004, illustrating the architectural and engineered system

components for the addition of a Jail and LEC onto the Courthouse,  and;

WHEREAS, the County Board met with the architect on December 21, 2004, and reviewed the

scope and estimated construction cost based on development of the design (“DD” phase of A&E

work), the members of the board approved of the project scope as defined.

THEREFORE, to stay on an efficient schedule for Spring 2005 bidding in the interest of fiscal

responsibility, Klein McCarthy & Co. Architects (KMC) agrees to schedule the construction

bid documents work, (“CD” phase of A&E work), for final report to the Wilkin County Board

on or about March 8, 2005.  Pending Board approval on March 8, 2005, KMC could have bid 

plans & specifications available to contractors for bidding on or about March 21, 2005.

THEREFORE, Wilkin County Board of Commissioners hereby accepts the Design Development 

Phase documents and directs KMC to proceed with the Construction Documents Phase of the 

12 cell Jail and Law Enforcement Center, as defined in the owner/architect agreement AIA B141,

dated August 10, 2004.
