COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS

February 10, 2004

Minutes of the Board of Wilkin County Commissioners held at the Courthouse, Breckenridge, Minnesota, on Tuesday, February 10, 2004.  All Commissioners except Commissioner Folstad were present.  Chairman Hovland called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve the agenda with additions.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2004 and January 20, 2004, meetings.

Don Bajumpaa, Wilkin County Soil and Water Conservation District, presented their 2003 Annual Report and the 2004 Annual Plan to the Commission.

The Commission, by consensus, agreed to allow the Wilkin County Soil and Water Conservation District to utilize part of the County’s web site.

Lawrence Poppel, County Ag. Inspector, informed the Commission that he will be planning a County wide weed meeting.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve the Ag. Inspector’s Report.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to authorize the Highway Department to purchase two pickups on the State Bid System as follows: a 2004 ½ ton Chevrolet at a cost of $18,088.00 and a 2004 3/4 ton Chevrolet at a cost of $20,377.00.

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to call for bids to crush 40,000 c.y. of gravel in 2004.

The Commission consented to allow the Highway Department to begin the process for switching certain low volume County State Aid Roads for high volume County Roads.

Commissioner Perry offered the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miranowski and carried.

RESOLUTION 05-04

RESOLUTION FOR SEASONAL LOAD RESTRICTIONS  ON

COUNTY HIGHWAYS

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Wilkin County, Minnesota, has determined:

That because of deterioration due to rain, snow, and spring climatic conditions, the highways 

hereinafter described could be seriously damaged unless restrictions are imposed as to the weight

of vehicles to be operated thereon.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sec. 169-87 

Subdivision 1;  No person shall operate a vehicle or combination of vehicles upon any of the

County Highways in the County of Wilkin and State of Minnesota, as described below, during 

the period on or after March 1, 2004, through approximately May 15, 2004, where the gross weight

of any single axle as defined in Minnesota Statutes, Section 169.825 Subdivision 3, exceeds 10,000

pounds (5 tons) except on County Highways stated below.  The Engineer in and for said County is 

hereby directed and authorized to erect and maintain signs plainly indicating the prohibitions and

restrictions as stated herein at each end of that portion of any County Highway affected thereby

and these restrictions shall be effective and his prohibition shall be effective upon the erection of

said signs.

The following County Highways are restricted to 12,000 pounds (6 tons) per axle:

County State Aid Highway No. 4

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 9. thence easterly to the East County line.

County State Aid Highway No. 6

Beginning at the West County Line, thence easterly to the intersection of CSAH 9, and there 

terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 9

Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 6, thence northerly to the intersection of Trunk Highway

No. 75 at Breckenridge, Minnesota and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 14

Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 12, thence easterly to the intersection of CSAH 17, and 

there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No.17

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 210, thence southerly to the intersection of CSAH 14, and 

there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 19

Beginning at the intersection of TH 108, thence northerly to the North County line and there 

terminating.

County State Aid Highway No 30

Beginning at the intersection of Trunk Highway 75, thence easterly to the intersection of CSAH

52 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 32

Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 52, thence easterly to the East County line and there

terminating.

The following County Highways are restricted to 18,000 pounds (9 tons) per single axle, 32000

pounds per tandem axle:

County State Aid Highway No. 1

County State Aid Highway No. 3

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence northerly to the Clay County line, and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 4

Beginning at TH 75, thence easterly to TH 9 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 5

County State Aid Highway No. 8

Beginning at the Northeast intersection of Trunk Highway No. 9 and CSAH 8 in Doran, Minnesota;

thence continue northeasterly and southeasterly to the Southeast intersection of Trunk Highway

No. 9 and CSAH 8 in Doran; beginning again at the intersection of Trunk Highway No. 9 and

CSAH 8 near Doran; thence continue easterly to the East county line and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 10

County State Aid Highway No. 12

County State Aid Highway No.14

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence east to CSAH 12 and there terminating

County State Aid Highway No. 16

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence northerly to Trunk Highway 210.

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75. thence easterly to the OtterTail County line.

County State Aid Highway No. 18

Beginning at the West County line, thence easterly to Trunk Highway 9.

County State Aid Highway No. 19

Beginning at the South County line, thence northerly to Trunk Highway 210 and there terminating.

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 210, thence northerly to CSAH 26, and there terminating

County State Aid Highway No. 22

County State Aid Highway No. 23

County State Aid Highway No. 24

Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 22, thence northerly to the intersection of Trunk Highway

75 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 26

Beginning at TH 75, thence easterly to the East county line.

County State Aid Highway No. 30

Beginning at the Red River, thence easterly to Trunk Highway No. 75 and there terminating.

Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 52, thence easterly to I-94 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 52

Beginning at the Clay County line, thence southeasterly to the Otter Tail County line.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve the settlement of the pending law suit,  James Klein vs. The County of Wilkin,  to include the following terms of settlement.  1.   Each party shall bear all of their own attorney’s fees, costs and expenses incurred.  2.  By entering into this agreement, the County is not admitting any fault, and nothing herein shall be construed as such.  3.   As consideration for this agreement the County will:  a) Remove the rock structure located near the intersection of County Ditches 3 and 31 and reconstruct the structure to its originally designed height of 976 feet, at its originally designed location.  b) Raise the low areas of the spoil banks along the Klein property near the intersection of County Ditches 3 and 31 to a height consistent with the other spoil banks along Ditches 3 and 31.  It is anticipated the height of these spoil banks will be no higher than 6 inches below the height of the adjacent roadway centerline, consistent with the County Ordinance.  This work will be completed in early Spring of 2004.   c) Pay through the Minnesota Counties Insurance Trust, to Mr. Klein the sum of $24,000.00.   4.  Mr. Klein hereby grants the County reasonable access to his property to complete the work described above.   5.  In consideration of this agreement, James Klein, his successors, assigns and heirs do forever discharge the County of Wilkin, the Minnesota Counties Insurance Trust, all of their respective insurers, agents and servants and all other persons, firms associations and corporations of and from any and all actions, claims and demands including claims or actions for contribution and/or indemnity for any and all damages, including any consequences thereof now existing or which may develop, whether or not such consequences are known or anticipated, arising out of the construction, maintenance and/or improvements to the rock structure located near the intersection of County Ditches 3 and 31, which was the subject of a lawsuit entitled James Klein v. Wilkin County.

The Commission was informed that the next meeting of the Wilkin/Otter Tail Joint Ditch #2 Committee will be held in Fergus Falls on February 20, 2004, at 9:00 A.M.

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the County Engineer’s Report.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve waiver contracts between the Public Health Nursing Department and several service providers.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve payment to the State of Minnesota  for a Home Care License for Public Health Nursing, in the amount of $625.00 with an Auditor’s Warrant.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Public Health Nursing Report.

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve fire abatements for Green Ridge Development LLC, Breckenridge, Minnesota,  in the amount of $439.00 and Naida Sandin, Breckenridge, Minnesota, in the amount of $236.00, as a result of a fire/gas explosion in January 2003.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to contract with Klein McCarthy & Co., Minneapolis, Minnesota, to conduct a Jail Feasibility Study for Wilkin County, for a $4,900.00 lump sum fee.

Motion by Chairman Hovland, seconded by Perry and carried, to allow the County Attorney to use the receipt of forfeited property sale funds to purchase home drug test kits that will be made available to the public.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve employee grade changes as recommended by MAXIMUS, Oakdale, Minnesota, the County’s consultant for position evaluations as follows: Deputy Sheriff to pay grade #17, Chief Deputy Sheriff to pay grade #21, and Deputy Auditor/Account Specialist to grade #16.

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Emergency Management Report.

Commissioner Blaufuss offered the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Miranowski and carried.

the available funds in their State Aid Regular Construction Account, and

WHEREAS, repayment of the funds so advanced will be made in accordance with the provisions of

Minnesota Statutes 162.08, Subdivision 7 and Minnesota Rules, Chapter 8820.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Commissioner of Transportation be and is hereby

requested to approve this advance for financing approved County State Aid Highway Projects of

Wilkin County in the amount up to the 2004 allotment in accordance with Minnesota

Rules 8820.1500, Subparagraph 9, and to authorize from the following year’s accruals to the Regular

Construction Account of the County State Aid Highway fund for said County.
