COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS

February 8, 2005

Minutes of the Board of Wilkin County Commissioners held at the Courthouse, Breckenridge, Minnesota, on Tuesday, February 8, 2005.  All Commissioners except Commissioner Folstad were present.  Chairman Perry called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to approve the agenda with additions.

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Hovland and carried, to approve the minutes of the following meetings: January 11, 2005,  January 18, 2005,  January 26, 2005.

Dan Swedlund, County Safety Committee Chairman, reported on the recent OSHA Inspection of the County.  The County received one violation which will result in a minimal fine.  Motion by Hovland, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to authorize the County Auditor to pay said fine when assessed with an Auditor’s Warrant.

Motion by Miranowski and seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Emergency Management Report.

Motion by Hovland, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve the Ag. Inspector’s Report.

Bruce Poppel, Environment/Panning & Zoning Officer, provided the Commission with financial summary for the Recycling Center.  After experiencing a net loss of $2,743.81 in 2003, the report indicated a net profit for 2004 in the amount of $9,223.49.

Poppel also informed the Commission that the Environmental Department, together with the Soil and Water Conservation District Office, will begin inventorying and assessing the conditions of all individual sewage treatment systems in the County.  The inventory will be conducted by township, beginning with Breckenridge Township.  A notice of the inspections will be sent to the homeowners in advance.

Motion by Hovland, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to authorize calling for bids to be opened on April 12, 2005, for the County Road #188 grading project.

The Commission was informed that the gravel crushing bid letting was canceled based on an assessment of the current stockpile that appears to be sufficient for 2005.

Motion by Hovland, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to purchase a 2005 Chevrolet Pickup on the State bid in the amount $19,123.10,  from Thane Hawkins Polar Chevrolet, White Bear Lake, Minnesota.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to purchase three John Deere Model CX15 Mowers, for the low quote of $42,490.00 from RDO Equipment, Breckenridge, Minnesota.

Motion by Blaufuss and seconded by Hovland,  to purchase a 2005 Bobcat Model 2200 Utility vehicle from Lillegards, Wahpeton, North Dakota, on an even trade for a 1982 John Deere 301A Tractor, a 6 ft. Bush Hog Mower, and a Gravel Pup Trailer. The motion carried on a 2 -1 vote with Commissioner Miranowski voting no.

Motion by Miranowski, seconded by Hovland and carried, to purchase GPS Total Station Survey Equipment on the State bid in the amount of $26,000.00 from Frontier Precision, Inc., St. Cloud, Minnesota.

Commissioner Miranowski offered the following resolution and moved for it’s adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Blaufuss and carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 09-05


RESOLUTION FOR SEASONAL LOAD RESTRICTIONS ON


COUNTY HIGHWAYS

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Wilkin County, Minnesota, has determined:

That because of deterioration due to rain, snow, and spring climatic conditions, the highways hereinafter described could be seriously damaged unless restrictions are imposed as to the weight of vehicles to be operated thereon.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sec. 169.87 Subdivision 1; No person shall operate a vehicle or combination of vehicles upon any of the County Highways in the County of Wilkin and State of Minnesota, as described below, during the period on or after March 1, 2005, through approximately May 15, 2005, where the gross weight of any single axle as defined in Minnesota Statutes, Section 169.825 Subdivision 3, exceeds 10,000 pounds (5 tons) except on County Highways stated below.  The Engineer in and for said County is hereby directed and authorized to erect and maintain signs plainly indicating the prohibitions and restrictions as stated herein at each end of that portion of any County Highway affected thereby and these restrictions shall be effective and his prohibition shall be effective upon the erection of said signs.

The following County Highways are restricted to 12,000 pounds (6 tons) per axle:
County State Aid Highway No. 4
Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 9, thence easterly to the East County line.

County State Aid Highway No. 6
Beginning at the West County Line, thence easterly to the intersection of CSAH 9, and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 9
Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 6, thence northerly to the intersection of Trunk Highway No. 75 at Breckenridge, Minnesota and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 19
Beginning at the intersection of Trunk Highway 108, thence northerly to the North County line and there terminating.
County State Aid Highway No. 30
Beginning at the intersection of Trunk Highway 75, thence easterly to the intersection of CSAH 52 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 32
Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 52, thence easterly to the East County line and there terminating.

The following County Highways are restricted to 18,000 pounds (9 tons) per single axle, 32,000 pounds per tandem axle:

County State Aid Highway No. 1
County State Aid Highway No. 3
Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence northerly to the Clay County line, and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 4
Beginning at Trunk Highway 75, thence easterly to TH 9 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 5
County State Aid Highway No. 8
Beginning at the Northeast intersection of Trunk Highway No. 9 and CSAH 8 in Doran, Minnesota; thence continue northeasterly and southeasterly to the Southeast intersection of Trunk Highway No. 9 and CSAH 8 in Doran; beginning again at the intersection of Trunk Highway No. 9 and CSAH 8 near Doran; thence continue easterly to the East County line and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 10
County State Aid Highway No. 12
County State Aid Highway No. 14
Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence east to CSAH 17 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 16
Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence northerly to Trunk Highway 210.

Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 75, thence easterly to the Otter Tail County line.

County State Aid Highway No. 17
Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 210, thence southerly to the intersection of CSAH 14, and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 18
Beginning at the West County line, thence easterly to Trunk Highway 9.

County State Aid Highway No. 19
Beginning at the South County line, thence northerly to Trunk Highway 210 and there terminating.  Beginning at Trunk Highway No. 210, thence northerly to CSAH 26, and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 22
County State Aid Highway No. 23
County State Aid Highway No. 24
Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 22, thence northerly to the intersection of Trunk Highway 75 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 26
Beginning at Trunk Highway 75, thence easterly to the East County line.
County State Aid Highway No. 30
Beginning at the Red River, thence easterly to Trunk Highway No. 75 and there terminating.  Beginning at the intersection of CSAH 52, thence easterly to I-94 and there terminating.

County State Aid Highway No. 52
Beginning at the Clay County line, thence southeasterly to the Otter Tail County line.

Krista Clement Orlan, West Central Community Action, Inc., Elbow Lake, Minnesota, provided information to the Commission regarding assistance granted to a Wilkin County resident by the Land of Lakes Group Workcamp.  The presentation was accompanied by a request for funds, equipment, or manpower.  There was no action taken.
