WHEREAS, Wilkin County received approval for their updated Solid Waste Management Plan from the Minnesota Office of Environmental Assistance on July 21, 2001; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Wilkin County Board of Commissioners hereby requests from the Minnesota Office of Environmental Assistance extend their approval of this plan from the approved (5) five years to the 10 (ten) year period through 2011.

BE IT THEREFORE FURTHER RESOLVED, that Wilkin County agrees to maintain and implement the Plan Update as required by Minn. Rules.

BE IT THEREFORE FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Wilkin County Board submits this request to the Director of the Minnesota Office of Environmental Assistance for approval pursuant to applicable Minnesota laws and rules.
