RESOLUTION 23-04

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND

AWARDING THE SALE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION

EQUIPMENT NOTES OF 2004 AND PROVIDING

A DEBT SERVICE FUND THEREFOR

BE IT RESOLVED, by the County Board of Wilkin County, Minnesota as follows:

Section 1.  Authority.  The County Board has determined it necessary to acquire capital equipment

useful for County purposes including road maintenance equipment and sheriff’s automobiles.  To 

meet such expenditures, it is necessary and expedient for the County, in accordance with the 

provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Sections 373.01, Subd. 3, as amended, to borrow money through

issuance of its Equipment Notes in the aggregate principal amount of $105,000 and upon the terms

set forth below.

Section 2.  Terms.  The Board hereby authorizes the issuance of Equipment Notes of the County

in the aggregate principal amount of $105,000.00.  The notes shall be dated May 3, 2004, mature

on December 1, 2004, and bear interest at the rate of 2.49% per annum, payable at maturity.  The 

principal of and interest on the notes shall be payable by the County Auditor, as Paying Agent, or 

its successor designated by the Board.  Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.56, Subdivision 2, the requirements as to public sale do not apply to the issuance of the notes because they mature no 

later than 13 months after their date of issue.  Public Financial Management, Inc., financial consultant

to the County, has solicited on behalf of the County, offers to purchase the notes, and has arranged

for the sale of the notes to Bremer Bank, N.A., Breckenridge, Minnesota, upon the terms set forth

herein.  Such sale is hereby affirmed and the notes shall forthwith be prepared for execution and

delivery in accordance with the offer from Bremer Bank, N.A.

Section 3.  Form of Notes.  The notes shall be printed substantially in the following form:

Obligation Equipment Note of 2004 at the office of the Wilkin County Auditor, Breckenridge,

Minnesota, as Pay Agent, or its successor.  Both principal and interest are payable in coin or currency

of the United States which at the time of payment is legal tender for payment of public and private

debts. For the prompt and full payment of this note, both principal and interest as aforesaid, the 

full faith and credit of the County are hereby irrevocably pledged.

This note is one of an issue in the principal amount of $105,000.00, all of like date and tenor, 

issued pursuant to and in accordance with the Constitution and laws of the State of Minnesota

thereunto enabling, and pursuant to the resolution of the County Board duly adopted April 13, 2004,

in anticipation of the collection of ad valorem taxes.  The notes are qualified tax-exempt obligations

designated by County pursuant to Section 265(b)(3)(B) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as

amended.

This note is subject to redemption prior to its stated maturity date on any date at a price equal to the principal amount plus accrued interest to the redemption date.

As provided in the Resolution and subject to certain limitations set forth therein, this note is

transferable upon the books of the County at the office of the County Auditor, Breckenridge, Minnesota, as Registrar, or its successor designated under the Resolution, by the registered owner hereof in person

or by its attorney duly authorized in writing upon surrender hereof together with a written instrument

of transfer satisfactory to the Registrar, duly executed by the registered owner or attorney; and may 

also be surrendered in exchange for notes of other authorized denominations.    Upon such transfer

or exchange, the County will cause a new note or notes to be issued in the name of the transferee or registered owner, of the same aggregate principal amount, subject to reimbursement for any tax,

fee, or governmental charge required to be paid with respect to such transfer or exchange.

The County and the Registrar may deem and treat the person in whose name this note is registered

as the absolute owner hereof, whether this note is overdue or not, for the purpose of receiving

payment and for all other purposes, and neither the County nor the Registrar shall be affected by

any notice to the contrary.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to approve charging off two (2) outstanding unpaid bills from 2002 as follows:   Ron Affield - calcium chloride - $75.00; Marcus Thorson - blading - $26.52.  

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Perry and carried, to add an item to the CSAH 14 project which includes topsoil placement and seeding along the outside of the gravel shoulders. A supplemental agreement will be prepared with an approximate cost of $30,000.00 to $50,000.00 that will be paid by the County’s State Aid Funds.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Blaufuss and carried, to accept culvert and equipment rental quotes to be kept on file at the County Engineer’s Office.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Miranowski and carried, to appoint Evie Fox to the CHS advisory Committee.

There was Commission consensus to re-advertise a Request for Proposals for the old TNT Salvage property which borders the Breckenridge City limits along south US Highway 75.
