COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS

April 20, 2004

Minutes of the Board of Wilkin County Commissioners held at the Courthouse, Breckenridge, Minnesota, on Tuesday, April 20, 2004.  All Commissioners were present except Commissioner Miranowski.  Chairman Hovland called the meeting to order at 8:00 A.M.

Motion by Folstad, seconded by Perry and carried, to approve the agenda with additions.

Motion by Blaufuss, seconded by Folstad and carried, to approve the minutes of the April 13, 2004, meeting.

Commissioner Perry offered the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Folstad and carried.

RESOLUTION 24-04

WHEREAS, Minn-Dak Farmers Cooperative has filed with the Wilkin County Planning

Commission a petition for the amendment of the County Zoning Ordinance to re-zone the

following described property located in Wilkin County, Minnesota from Agricultural to

Commercial:

That part of the Northwest Quarter of Section 32, Township 133 North, Range 45 

West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, Wilkin County Minnesota described as follows:

Commencing at the West Quarter corner of said Section 32; thence south 89 degrees 17

minutes 51 seconds East on the assumed bearing along the northerly line of the Southwest

Quarter of said Section 32 a distance of 395.03 feet to the point of beginning; thence East 

336.00 feet; thence South Parallel with the west line of said Section 32, a distance of

826.95 feet; thence North 89 degrees 17 minutes 51 seconds West along the southerly

line of the Northwest Quarter of said Section 32, a distance of 336.02 feet to the point of beginning.

Said tract contains 6.36 acres, more or less and is subject to easements of sight and record, 

If any.

That part of the Southwest Quarter of Section 32, Township 133 North, Range 45 West

of the Fifth Principal Meridian, Wilkin County, Minnesota Described as follows:

Commencing at the West Quarter corner of said Section 32; thence South 89 degrees 17

minutes 51 seconds East on an assumed bearing along the northerly line of the Southwest

Quarter of said Section 32 a distance of 395.03 feet to the point of beginning; thence

continuing South 89 degrees 17 minutes 51 seconds East along the northerly line of 

the Southwest Quarter of said Section 32 a distance of 336.02 feet; thence South, parallel

with the west line of said Section 32 a distance of 1543.05 feet; thence West 336.00 feet;

thence North, parallel with the west line of Section 32, a distance of 1547.17 feet to

the point of beginning.

Said tract contains 11.92 acres, more or less, and is subject to easements of sight and

record, if any.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has notified all landowners required to be notified pursuant

to the ordinance, and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on said petition on April 14, 2004 and all persons were 

given an opportunity to state their views on the matter.  Following said hearing the Planning 

Commission found that the application should be granted and the ordinance amended, and

WHEREAS, the County Board has considered the recommendation of the Planning Commission

and therefore, based upon said recommendations and upon files and proceedings herein, the 

Board of Wilkin County Commissioners hereby finds that a zoning change as requested would not

be detrimental to surrounding land and an amendment would be in the best interest.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the above described area is hereby re-zoned to be 

Commercial/Industrial classification effective immediately and the Zoning Administrator is 

hereby directed to change the official zoning maps to reflect this amendment.

Adopted this 20th day of April, 2004, by a unanimous vote of the Board.
