August 17, 2004

Myron Knutson, Public Financial Management, Inc., Minneapolis, Minnesota, reviewed procedures involved with General Obligation Jail Bonding.  No action taken.

Bruce Omtvedt, Klein McCarthy & Co.,  Architects, Minneapolis, Minnesota, presented the Wilkin County Jail Committee recommendation to the County Commissioners.  After discussion, Commissioner Folstad offered the following resolution and moved for it’s adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Perry and carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION 37-04

Resolution regarding LEC and Jail

WHEREAS, the Joint Law Enforcement Committee (LEC) of Wilkin County and the City of

Breckenridge, Minnesota, has completed a jail feasibility study dated August 10, 2004, with due 

diligence;  and compared alternatives of continuing to operate with no jail, adding a jail onto the

current LEC, or adding a jail and LEC onto the Courthouse,  and;

WHEREAS, the Joint LEC Committee has recommended construction of a 12 cell jail and LEC 

to be located as an addition to the Courthouse as illustrated by site concept “Option D”, in the 

interest of fiscal and operational responsibility, and;

WHEREAS, Klein McCarthy & Co.,  Architects, Minneapolis, Minnesota, has worked

in good faith to define concept plans acceptable to the Joint LEC Committee, assisting the Committee 

in examining the costs and benefits of several options, and has agreed to complete the schematic

design phase of the project for October 19, 2004, report to the Wilkin County Board of Commissioners.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Wilkin County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes acceptance of standard AIA B 141 owner/architect agreement dated August 10, 2004, with Klein McCarthy & Co., architects, and directs them to proceed with the schematic design phase of a

12 cell jail and Law Enforcement Center, based on the preliminary cost estimate of a $3.0 million project budget.
