BE IT RESOLVED, that the Commission of Wilkin County hereby declares that the position 

titled Deputy Sheriff, currently held by Jeremy Cossette, meets all of the following Police and Fire 

membership requirements:

Said position requires a license by the Minnesota peace officer standards and training board under section 626.84 to 626.863 and this employee is so licensed;

2.
Said position’s primary (over 50%) duty is to enforce the general criminal laws of the state.

3.
Said position charges this employee with the prevention and detection of crime;

4.
Said position gives this employee the full power of arrest, and

5.
Said position is assigned to a designated police or sheriff’s department.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this governing body hereby requests that the above-named 

employee be accepted as a member of the Public Employees Police and Fire Plan effective the date of 

this employee’s initial Police and Fire salary deduction by the governmental subdivision.
